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Practicing Guide

1.
Play a warm-up based upon the twelve-count Bb concert scale as in class.

2.
Play through all scales that have been covered in class.

a. Four eighth notes per pitch, one octave

b. All-state style, one octave

3.
Scan music from class and look for difficult passages

a. Break a passage up into two to four measure sections

b. Play each section slowly aiming for accuracy

c. As the passage improves, gradually increase tempo

d. Play through entire piece making sure that you can play the difficult passages at the same tempo as the rest of the piece.
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4.
Review Valencia Jaguar Fight Song and Star Spangled Banner

5.
For Advanced band personnel: Be sure to begin working on Honor Band material as soon as you receive it…don’t wait!

Remember: Don’t be afraid to ask for help!  I stay until 4:30 every day except Wednesday.
